3. How many classes am I expected to attend?  Which of the class readings am I expected to complete?   How am I expected to communicate with the students in the class (in brief announcements, via e-mail? in section meetings? during my own CEF office hours?)
4.  When will my major work projects occur?  When do I need to begin preparing for each project?  

5. When will I meet next with the instructor of my course?  Will this be our regular  weekly meeting time?  

6.  How should I share my own (journal?) reflections about my experiences with the instructor of my course?
