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IF FIRE OR SMOKE IS DISCOVERED:

PROCEED IMMEDIATELY TO EXIT & PULL MANUAL FIRE ALARM.
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·  Notify Campus Police (Public Safety) by dialing 6-3333.
Tell the dispatcher clearly and precisely: “There is fire/smoke.”

Give the name of the building and closest floor and room number.
· Evacuate the building using the nearest available EXIT. 



· Close fire/office/lab doors. Control ignition sources if a laboratory.

· Direct Campus Police and Waltham Fire Department to the scene of the fire or smoke.

·  Meet and gather with other building occupants at your predetermined location outside of the building.
·  DO NOT re-enter the building until “all clear” signal has been given by the Waltham Fire Department or Campus Police.

·  DO NOT use elevators.
