In an effort to teach students to take 
responsibility for getting the pieces of their application in on time, recommendations will not be accepted by 
email. Students are instructed to approach recommenders with ample time for the recommendation to be written 
and picked up by the student before the deadline. The deadline for students to submit their completed 
applications to the Ethics Center office is 5 p.m., Tuesday, November 1, 2011.
