Over 45% of Brandeis graduates enter fields of service including government, nonprofit and public health.

ACADEMICS
Each year, 250+ students study abroad in 70+ different countries around the world.
750 undergraduates major in related areas including Politics, History, International and Global Studies, 
Economics, Health Policy, American Studies, Psychology and Sociology.
100+ undergraduates major in a language or the study of a specific region/culture including Asian 
Studies, Near East and Judaic Studies, Islamic and Middle Eastern Studies, and Latin American Studies.

Master’s of Science degrees or PhDs at the Heller School for Social Policy & Management at Brandeis.
The Gordon Center for American Public Policy at Brandeis supports research and graduate training in 
American politics and public policy.
