The Brandeis Lifespan Initiative on Healthy Aging (LIHA) is pleased to announce a seed grant program to support the development of interdisciplinary research and scholarship that could optimize health and well-being across the lifespan (www.brandeis.edu/lifespaninitiative). The initiative goals emphasize the importance of promoting successful aging early in adulthood, identifying protective and risk factors and early warning signs for aging-related declines and diseases, and fostering supportive social networks, attitudes, and policies.
The seed funds are designed to support innovative efforts that combine perspectives from multiple disciplines at Brandeis or foster partnerships between Brandeis investigators and faculty at other Boston area institutions. Priority will be given for projects that could lead to future external funding.
Project Period:  Academic year 2009-10

Eligibility: The PI must be from Brandeis University, and can be a member of the faculty, staff, postdoc, or graduate student 
Criteria:  Innovation, Significance, Potential Impact, and Feasibility for completion in one academic year   
Evaluation: An award subcommittee comprised of LIHA advisory board members, chaired by Professor Derek Isaacowitz, will review and rank the proposals.
Amount of Award:  Awards will be generally in the $1000 to $1500 range, with a maximum of $2500 per project.
Duration: Funded projects are expected to be completed during the 2009-10 academic year. No-cost extensions will be considered upon request.

Applications should include the following: 

1) Abstract: Include a 150-175 word summary of the project, including aims, significance, approach, and expected outcomes.

2) Project Timetable: Plans for completing project during academic year 2009-2010

3) Project Budget: With details of specific expenses

4) Curriculum vitae: for Director and Co-Investigators

5) Project Proposal (1000 word maximum) including the following six components:
a) Aims: The short-term and long-term goals of the project.
b) Significance:  Indicate the importance and expected impact and contributions of the project, including relevance to the LIHA mission.
c) Approach: Present the innovative, interdisciplinary methods that will be used to accomplish the project.
d) Outcome: Describe the product you anticipate at the end of the project.
e) Future:  Describe in what ways the project is likely to help you and the LIHA with future goals, including potential for further funding (if any).
f) Qualifications:  Specify the skills of the investigators needed to carry out the project.
