Other Prevailing Wage Job Titles/Descriptions

There are two steps that we can take to have a Prevailing Wage determination reviewed again, both require a review of the current job description of the employee. 

(1) Please review the job description currently on file for the employee.

Is the job description accurate?  Are the duties/responsibilities listed reflecting the actual duties and responsibilities performed by the employee?  

Remember that the job description should reflect the MINIMUM requirements for the position being hired, not necessarily the full skills held by the particular employee being considered for the position or already in the position.  

If the job description is not accurate, please submit an updated job description to David Elwell at the ISSO (elwell@brandeis.edu).

(2)  Review other possible job title categories.

Please review the categories and brief descriptions below to evaluate if the current job position in reference may be closely associated with these categories.  If you believe the position more adequately falls in one of the categories below, we may need to look to see if the position description can be reviewed so that its wording will accurately reflect this job title category.  Please note that other factors, such as required degree level and years of experience beyond education may affect the job title category assigned to a position.

19-1021.00  Biochemists and Biophysicists

Study the chemical composition and physical principles of living cells and organisms, their electrical and mechanical energy, and related phenomena. May conduct research to further understanding of the complex chemical combinations and reactions involved in metabolism, reproduction, growth, and heredity. May determine the effects of foods, drugs, serums, hormones, and other substances on tissues and vital processes of living organisms.

(Level 1 = $36,026/year; Level 2 = $40,498/year; Level 3 = $44,990/year; Level 4 = $49,462/year) 
19-1022.00  Microbiologists

Investigate the growth, structure, development, and other characteristics of microscopic organisms, such as bacteria, algae, or fungi. Includes medical microbiologists who study the relationship between organisms and disease or the effects of antibiotics on microorganisms.

(Level 1 = $37,315/year; Level 2 = $46,488/year; Level 3 = $55,640/year; Level 4 = $64,813/year) 

19-4021  Biological Technicians

Assist biological and medical scientists in laboratories. Set up, operate, and maintain laboratory instruments and equipment, monitor experiments, make observations, and calculate and record results. May analyze organic substances, such as blood, food, and drugs.

(Level 1 = $34,549/year; Level 2 = $43,098/year; Level 3 = $51,667/year; Level 4 = $60,216/year) 

17-2031  Biomedical Engineers

Apply knowledge of engineering, biology, and biomechanical principles to the design, development, and evaluation of biological and health systems and products, such as artificial organs, prostheses, instrumentation, medical information systems, and health management and care delivery systems.

(Level 1 = $40,414/year; Level 2 = $52,333/year; Level 3 = $64,251/year; Level 4 = $76,170/year) 

19-1029.99  Biological Scientists, All Other

All biological scientists not otherwise listed.

(Level 1 = $46,675/year; Level 2 = $52,541/year; Level 3 = $58,386/year; Level 4 = $64,251/year) 

19-2031.00  Chemists

Conduct qualitative and quantitative chemical analyses or chemical experiments in laboratories for quality or process control or to develop new products or knowledge.

(Level 1 = $48,506/year; Level 2 = $61,194/year; Level 3 = $73,861/year; Level 4 = $86,549/year)
