REQUEST FOR WRITING INTENSIVE COURSE APPROVAL
Writing-intensive courses, which are offered in departments throughout the university, are based in academic disciplines and include writing as an integral part of the course work. Writing-intensive courses involve frequent writing assignments, opportunities for rewriting and consultations with the instructor. 

In addition to the UWS requirement, all students complete one Writing-Intensive (WI) course, and one other course from either the WI or Oral Communication components.  WI courses may be offered in any discipline; courses numbered 90-99 are excluded.  Writing-intensive and oral communication courses may serve multiple purposes, advancing students toward majors, minors, non-Western and comparative studies or distribution requirements.  The writing-intensive requirement is normally completed in a student's second or third year.

A course may be certified as both a writing intensive course and as an oral communication course, although students may use it to fulfill only one of the requirements.  

Though previous practice required new approvals each time the course was taught, a course’s approval now continues as long as the course's Writing Intensive components remain substantially unchanged.  If a major change should occur, simply resubmit the course for WI approval.
WI Courses must:

1. Require a significant amount of writing: 18-20 pages, 4,500-5,000 words.

2. Allow for revision based on instructor feedback.

3. Use writing for teaching as well as for evaluation.

4. Instruct students on how to carry out the writing assignments.

5. Include writing quality as a significant factor in the course grade.
